We are just finishing our first Reading unit. We've read stories with the same
theme- Challenges.

In English, we have been reviewing
parts of speech and paragraph writing. In addition, the sixth graders have been working
hard on their All About Me books. The seventh graders have worked on different types
of prompts and had some very interesting ideas on one assignment where they had to
create rules for using cell phones.
